International passengers (excluding transits)
increased by 11.9% to 734,921 in September
2016, compared with September 2015. The
majority of growth came from Asia (up 36,000
passengers) and Americas routes (up 19,000
passengers). Shoulder season holiday arrivals
were strong from these regions, supported by
increased overseas travel by New Zealanders
during the school holiday period.

Auckland Airport recorded 9 million international
passengers (excluding transits) between October
2015 and September 2016; the highest number
ever recorded over a one year period. Overseas
visitor arrivals reached 2.5 million over these 12
months, up 11.3% on the preceding year,
including a 16.8% lift in holidaymakers. New
Zealand residents took 2 million trips from
Auckland Airport over this period, with the biggest
increases to Australia, Cook lIslands, China,
India, the United States and Vietnam.

Visitor arrivals from Korea continue to grow, with
61,238 arrivals for the year ending September 2016
representing a 29.8% increase. Korea is New
Zealand’s seventh highest visitor market; 70% of all
visitors come on holiday, with an average stay of 10
days. Korean Air will fly its new B747-800
Intercontinental jumbo on its 5-weekly service from
Seoul to Auckland from late October, increasing to
daily flights between December and late-March.

The Northern Winter 2016/2017 schedule is set to
kick off from 30 October 2016. Highlights include the
launch of four new international airlines with Hong
Kong Airlines’ service to Hong Kong; Tianjin Airlines’
service to Tianjin via Chongqging; Hainan Airlines’
recently-announced Shenzhen service; and Qatar
Airways’ daily direct service to Doha. Air New Zealand
will launch a seasonal Osaka service, and Emirates
will add an A380 on the direct Dubai service, its fourth
daily A380 aircraft to Auckland. Cathay Pacific will
commence daily flights from Hong Kong with its
newest A350 aircraft - the first scheduled service to
New Zealand on this next-generation aircraft.
