Applicants for Stage 1 Airside Driving Permits (“ADP”) must sit and pass the Airside Driving computer-based test. They must then complete a minimum 10 hours ‘logged as practical driver training.  Driver training should be delivered by a current, experienced Airside Driving Permit holder who is sitting beside the trainee and able to actively coach the trainee driver.  Both portions of this Log form (driving hours logged and competency items overleaf) must be complete and received by Auckland Airport before an ADP can be issued.
